Call To Order / Welcome/Introduction of Members and Guests 

Jim Rothrock, called the meeting to order at 1:10 PM.  Mr. Rothrock welcomed the members and guests to the meeting.  He will act in the capacity as chair today. The meeting agenda was approved as proposed.  

Approval of March 5, 2003, Minutes


Ron Lanier noted that on page three of the minutes he was listed as the person that made the motion and also as the person that seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as amended.

Public Comments

· Jan Manday of Loudoun County DSB thanked LaDonna Rogers and Sheila Williams of the Richmond DSB office for the assistant they have provide to the DSB.  Ms. Manday requested the Council to support their grant with the ARC of Loudoun for equipment in their new school. 

· Bill Ward of the Manassas/Manassas Park DSB and the Independence Empowerment Center spoke on the importance of a qualified chairperson to replace Marianne Cashatt.  He also spoke on the need to inform the Disability Commission on the need to replace the funding dollars lost during the recent budget cuts.

· Brenda Rarick, staff support to the Prince Williams DSB provided the Council with an overview of their DSBs success with the Disability Friendly Business Award Program.  Ms. Rarick requested the Council support their RSIF proposal for much needed transportation in their area.

· Shawn Utt, staff support to the New River Valley DSB thanked the DSB staff ink Richmond for assistance and support.  He asked the Council to support the New River Valley’s proposal for direct services through the Blue Ridge Independent Living Center’s satellite office.

Rehabilitative Services Incentive Fund FY2004 Competitive Review


LaDonna Rogers presented an overview of all grant proposals submitted and the scoring criteria used in ranking the proposals.  She discussed the 26 multi-year grants that were cancelled due to the budget cuts.  Only five of the 26 submitted new proposals for FY 04 and all were recommended to the Council for approval.  The funding available is $182,530.  The Council reviewed all 29 grants that totaled a request of $387,135. Tom Michael made a motion to approve all proposals with a score above 65 to include the modifications recommended by the panel for no administrative expenses and the purchase of rides in lieu of a vehicle.  The motion was seconded by Ron Lanier and passed unanimously.  The Council awarded 13 grants totaling $182,530.  Attached are the matrix of proposal and the Summary of the 2003 Needs Assessments.
Needs Assessment Summary


LaDonna Rogers provided an over of the 2003 Needs Assessment Reports.  Among the major needs identified across the Commonwealth were transportation, employment, housing, education, and assistive technology.  Local Disability Services Boards provided copies of their local needs assessment report to their local governments and legislators.  The DSB office will provide a summary of all needs assessments to the disability-related agencies and the Secretary of Health and Human Resources.

Joe Bowman moved that Tom Michael be elected vice-chairperson.  The motion was seconded by Karen Trump and passed unanimously.
