	Blue Ridge Independent Living Center -Assist 10-20 individuals with disabilities through the provision of home modifications to include but not limited to ramps, grab bars, and railings. RSIF to cover all cost associated with home modifications.

	Brain Injury Association of Virginia, Inc. - Provide disability awareness presentations to five high schools on the Northern Neck in order to raise awareness among students about hidden disabilities. The Subgrantee will recruit peer presenters and provide training and related materials (3 trainings) for 3-5 brain injury survivors and 3-5 individuals with other disabilities; coordinate with the schools; develop and distribute the awareness materials; plan the Disability Awareness Day Celebration; and conduct the training programs and the presentations at each of the five high schools during the fall and winter of 2006.

	Richmond & Westmoreland Habitat for Humanity -Provide the resources necessary to modify homes for the disabled and raise awareness of issues confronting persons with accessibility problems. RSIF funds to cover cost of materials for modifications, some contract services, and marketing materials.

	Help With Housing Inc.-Provide an Emergency Accessibility Modification Fund as a model to demonstrate the benefits of having designated funds for a timely response to accessibility needs. Licensed and insured contractors will make necessary modifications and rehabilitation to homes based on the need of the disabled person. Approximately 13 persons will be served.

	Historic Triangle Senior Center - Provide transports for non-emergency medical appointments for disabled and senior residents of the Williamsburg Area which includes James City County, the City of Williamsburg, and the Bruton District of York County. Funds will be used to provide fuel and maintenance for RIDES program vehicles; provide brochures, magnet cards/ return pickup cards, RIDES informational postcards and postage and provide phone and internet access.

	Waynesboro Family YMCA -Provide a health and fitness program for approximately 40 residents of Springdale Apartments (i.e. public housing for seniors and disabled residents) The program will utilize adaptive exercises, swimming pool and gym activities, health-related discussions classes, and periodic clinical assessments. Services will be provided in three 12 week segments of activities to promote physical activity, wellness checks and education on healthy life styles. Funds will cover membership YMCA membership expenses, program incentives and supplies.

	Martinsville Foundation for Rehabilitative Equipment & Endowment (FREE)-  Purchase specific and specialized rehabilitative equipment to be provided to FREE program participants in Martinsville and Henry County in a timely fashion. The rehabilitative equipment and supplies will be provided to uninsured and underinsured adults. FREE will purchase approximately 18-22 pieces of equipment such as wheelchairs, canes and lift chairs.
