Annual Estimates of Individuals to Be Served and Costs of Services

According to the 2000 U.S. Census data, Virginia’s population includes approximately 1.5 million people with disabilities.  Of those, approximately 30% (457,500) are in the workforce.  In 2004, there were 175,282 children with disabilities receiving special education and related services statewide.  In FFY 2009, DRS expects to serve 22,708 Virginians with disabilities with funds provided under Part B of Title I of the Rehabilitation Act and at least 4,000 under Part B of Title VI of the Act.  

DRS will continue in order of selection in FFY 2009.  The following chart shows the estimated number of consumers to be served under each priority category and the service costs for each priority category.
