Attachment 4.11(b) Annual Estimates

The American Community Survey estimates that in Calendar Year 2007, 10.8% of the 5 million Virginians age 16-64 were disabled. The rate of disability has remained relatively constant in Virginia from 2005-2007, averaging around 11% each year. In FFY 2010, DRS expects to serve 28,528 Virginians with disabilities with funds provided under Part B of Title I of the Rehabilitation Act and about 4,500 under Part B of Title VI of the Act. 

DRS will continue in order of selection in FFY 2010. The following chart shows the estimated number of consumers to be served under each priority category and the service costs for each priority category.
Note: The estimated number to be served is based on average from 2005-2008. 2009 was not utilized for estimate due to unusually large influx of MSD consumers prior to closing MSD Priority Category.
